He completed primary and
secondary school in Pakovo and the Faculty of Medicine in Zagreb in 1997, after which he worked at
the Vukovar Health Center, llok outpatient clinic. He completed his specialization in anesthesiology,
resuscitation and intensive care in 2004 for the Clinical Hospital Center Osijek. Since 2004, he has
been working full-time in the Pain Treatment Outpatient Clinic, which has grown into the Pain
Treatment Department and since 2015 into the Pain Institute. He was the Head of the Clinic for
Anesthesiology, Resuscitation and Intensive Care at KBC.
