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Prof. Dr. Sc. SiniSa Volarevié was born in 1962 in Split. He graduated from the Faculty of Medicine,
University of Zagreb, in 1987 and obtained his PhD in 1994. He began his scientific career with
research in immunology at the National Institutes of Health (USA) from 1988 to 1993 under the
mentorship of Dr. Jonathan Ashwell.

He pursued advanced training at leading international research institutions, including the Institute for
Tumor Biology in Freiburg, Germany (1993—-1994), the Department of Molecular Biology at Novartis in
Basel, Switzerland (1994—-1996), and the Friedrich Miescher Institute in Basel, where he completed
postdoctoral training in molecular and cellular biology from 1997 to 2000 under the mentorship of Prof.
Dr. George Thomas.
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Prof. Volarevi¢’s research focuses on molecular and cellular biology, with particular emphasis on
defects in ribosome biogenesis and their role in the development of ribosomopathies and cancer. He
has authored numerous scientific publications in leading international journals, including Science,
Nature Reviews in Cancer, PNAS, Nature Cell Biology, Genes & Development, Journal of
Experimental Medicine, Molecular Cell, Oncogene, and Molecular and Cellular Biology. He has
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
