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Vesna Bačić Vrca, PhD, Full Professor (tenured), in retirement, clinical pharmacy specialist.
She was born in Split, where she finished Classical Gymnasium. She graduated from the Faculty of 
Pharmacy and Biochemistry, University of Zagreb. She completed her specialization in Clinical Pharmacy at 
the Faculty of Pharmacy, University of Ljubljana, Slovenia. She was on advanced training in 1995 at the 
Texas Heart Institute, Houston, USA. She completed postgraduate studies in Pharmaceutical Sciences at the 
Faculty of Pharmacy and Biochemistry and in 1999 defended her master's thesis. She defended her doctoral 
dissertation entitled "Pharmacological antioxidants in the treatment of diffuse autoimmune hyperthyroidism" 
at the Faculty of Pharmacy, University of Zagreb in 2003. As the head of the Central Hospital Pharmacy of 
the Dubrava Clinical Hospital, in 1996 she introduced the practice of clinical pharmacy when she launched 
the pilot project "Unit Dose Drug Distribution System", in cooperation with the Texas Heart Institute.
