PTijekom nejzinog mandata u  
povjerenstvu je po prvi puta  donešen pravilnik o minimalnim prostornim i kadrovskim normativima za 
djelatnost dječja i adolescentna psihijatrija
Autorica je i koautorica oko 62 rada iz područja psihijatrije i dječje i adolescentne psihijatrije, kao i autorica i 
koautorica niza knjiga, priručnika, udžbenika. Njezini radovi su objavljivani u časopisima sa visokim 
čimbenikom odjeka kao šro je i Lancet Psychiatry.

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Professor Katarina Dodig-Ćurković was born on 7 June 1972 in Metković, where she completed her primary 
education and part of her secondary schooling. She graduated from Mandeville High School in New Orleans, 
USA. In 1998, she graduated from the University of Zagreb, School of Medicine (Osijek branch). Following 
her mandatory medical internship at the University Hospital Centre Osijek (KBC Osijek), she served as a 
Research Assistant at the Department of Physiology and Immunology at the Faculty of Medicine in Osijek 
from 1999 to 2003. Between 2003 and 2007, she completed her residency at the Clinic for Psychiatry, KBC 
Osijek. Since 2007, she has worked at the Clinical Department of Child and Adolescent Psychiatry at KBC 
Osijek. In 2010, she passed her sub-specialist exam in Child and Adolescent Psychiatry, and successfully 
defended her doctoral dissertation at the Faculty of Medicine in Zagreb. In 2016, she founded the Department 
of Child and Adolescent Psychiatry in Osijek as the first department in Croatia to historically separate from 
adult psychiatry which she headed until three years ago.

Professor Dodig-ćurković is the author or co-author of 
approximately: 62 papers in the fields of psychiatry and child and adolescent psychiatry, as well as several 
books, manuals, and textbooks. Her work has been published in high-impact journals, including The Lancet 
Psychiatry.  She has mentored numerous students across various faculties and is an active advocate for 
youth education and the critical importance of early childhood mental health. Additionally, she has frequently 
acted as a reviewer for several internationally indexed journals and serves on various international editorial 
boards. She is married to Mario, who is a General Practitioner and Assistant Professor at the Faculty of 
Medicine in Osijek.
